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In 2022, Atlanta voters approved funding for safety projects, including sidewalks, safer crossings,
and protected infrastructure, through Moving Atlanta Forward to make everyday travel safer.

Where’s My Project?

Today, only 13% of those projects have reached the street. While safety projects stall, the City is
rapidly delivering $120 million in resurfacing projects approved in 2024 ahead of the 2026 World
Cup. This shows that what gets built reflects who and what the City prioritizes.
