Climate change has been declared the single biggest health threat facing humanity by the World Health
Organization.! Many of Australia’s leading medical colleges and nursing organisations have declared climate change a
health emergency and called for the healthcare sector to act by achieving net zero emissions by 2040 or earlier, in
line with targets set by the UK’s National Health Service (NHS).>™

Negative impacts of climate change on health are already occurring in Australia and globally with increasingly
frequent and severe droughts, heatwaves, bushfires, floods, storms and tropical diseases. <<Insert local health service
