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Saskatchewan (Sask.) has not yet had a woman serve as premier, nor has its legislature achieved
gender parity by having women make up at least half of its MLAs. However, the current leader
of the opposition is a woman (Carla Beck, Saskatchewan NDP). She was the third female
opposition leader. The Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan seats 61 members, of which 21

are women (34.4%). Sask.’s last election took place in October 2024,
