We’re campaigning for pay justice

The year that was...
What a fantastic year it has been for the North East, Yorkshire & Humber
region! Our campaigning and organising efforts have set the bar for the
trade union movement throughout 2024.

We took a stand against bullying bosses in South Tyneside, and stood
shoulder to shoulder with striking workers at Tetley Tea, G4S, and Formica in
their fight against poverty pay.

We held demonstrations outside Hull leisure centres over safety risks and
Sheffield Hallam University over wage theft, and secured backpay for
Doncaster Healthcare workers. We also championed the cause of school
workers, pushing for an end to term-time only pay and the reintroduction of
the School Support Staff Negotiating Body.

Notwithstanding years of progress, the widening gap in pay based on
gender reinforces the fact that we still have so much work to do in the
fight for equal pay on behalf of GMB members.

We are proud to be leading in that fight  - Our campaigns for pay justice
across the region continue to grow in local authorities and in every single
Asda store – with many more campaigns to follow.

Through the work of our army of GMB reps and the teams at GMB offices
across the region, we have taken on thousands of claims on behalf of
women workers, which will not only address pay injustice, but will put
billions of pounds back into their pockets.
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This is just a snapshot of our activities over the past year. We're proud to say that much of this success is due to the
hard work of GMB representatives in the workplace, supported by members like you.  As we move towards the end of
the year and into 2025, our focus remains on the core work of a great trade union: Great Campaigns, Great
Casework, and Great Reps.
