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Dr. Cherri Hobgood, MD, FACEP, FIFEM, is a trailblazer in the field of
emergency medicine, whose unwavering dedication and transformative
leadership have left an indelible mark on the world of academic medicine.
Currently a Professor of Emergency Medicine at Penn State Health, Dr.
Hobgood exemplifies the power of compassionate leadership, drawing
upon her medical school and residency training in Emergency Medicine at
the University of North Carolina (UNC) School of Medicine and her
residency in Emergency Medicine. Her profound influence as a mentor
and educator extends far beyond the classroom, as she has shaped inter-
professional curricula worldwide, creating lasting impact through
pioneering interventions, educational content, and interactive training
programs that emphasize leadership and medical communication.

Dr. Hobgood has authored over 100 peer-reviewed articles, reflecting her
tireless commitment to advancing the field. Her most recent research
focuses on the often-overlooked experiences of women leaders in
academic medicine, offering a much-needed lens into their unique
challenges and triumphs. Her remarkable academic leadership includes
transformative roles, such as Associate Dean for Curriculum and
Educational Development at UNC, and Chair of Emergency Medicine at
Indiana University, where she served as the Rolly McGrath Professor for a
decade.

On a national stage, Dr. Hobgood's leadership is equally distinguished.
She made history as the first woman to chair the American College of
Emergency Physicians (ACEP) Board of Directors and has served as
President of both the Society for Academic Emergency Medicine (SAEM)
and the SAEM Foundation. Her visionary contributions have earned her
numerous accolades, including the prestigious Leonard Tow Humanism in
Medicine Award, the ACEP National Faculty Teaching Award, and the AMA
Women Physicians Mentor Recognition Award. 
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Her alma mater, the UNC School of Medicine, honored her as a
Distinguished Alumna in 2019, and in 2021, SAEM recognized her with the
John Marx Leadership Award, acknowledging her profound influence on
the next generation of emergency medicine leaders.

Dr. Hobgood’s legacy extends globally through her significant
contributions to the International Federation for Emergency Medicine
(IFEM), where she has played a pivotal role in shaping emergency
medicine education worldwide. Dr. Hobgood has served IFEM as a
longtime member of the Core Curriculum and Education Committee,
Chair of the Governance Committee and a member of the Executive and
Board of Directors of IFEM as Secretary. She was inducted as a Fellow of
the Order of the IFEM in 2012. From 2008-2010, she led the IFEM Core
Curriculum and Education Committee to developing, presenting and
publishing the IFEM Model curriculum for medical student education in
emergency medicine in venues worldwide. Since then, she has been an
important contributor to multiple other IFEM publications including, “IFEM
Model Curriculum for Medical Student Education in Emergency Medicine,”
“International Federation for Emergency Medicine model curriculum for
emergency medicine specialists,” “The International Federation for
Emergency Medicine model curriculum for continuing professional
development”, “Designing assessment programs for the model curriculum
for emergency medicine specialists”, “Leadership Matters – Needs
Assessment & Framework for the International Federation for Emergency
Medicine Administrative Leadership Curriculum” and the “IFEM model
curriculum: emergency medicine learning outcomes for undergraduate
medical education.” Her leadership has also inspired countless colleagues
through lectures, workshops, and publications that explore mentorship,
leadership, and education.
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For her unmatched dedication, transformative leadership, and
unwavering commitment to advancing the field of emergency medicine,
Dr. Cherri Hobgood is celebrated not only as a scholar and clinician but as
a beacon of inspiration to all who follow in her footsteps. Her profound
impact on academic medicine, both nationally and internationally, is
nothing short of extraordinary.
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Associate Professor Megan Cox has dedicated her career to global
emergency care practice across the Pacific, Africa and within Australia.

Megan completed her undergraduate medical training at the University of
Newcastle in Australia in 1992. After working in the Solomon Islands and
with Médecins Sans Frontières in Aweil East County, Sudan, Megan
returned to Australia to pursue specialty training in emergency medicine
with the Australasian College for Emergency Medicine (ACEM), and a
Master of International Public Health.

Following a period of practice as a specialist emergency physician in
Australia, Megan returned to Africa and undertook a series of clinical and
capacity building roles. These included positions as a Visiting Emergency
Medicine Specialist at Karoli Lwanga Hospital Nyakibale, Rukungiri,
Southwest Uganda; as a Visiting Emergency Medicine Specialist at
Kilimanjaro Christian Medical Centre, Moshi, Tanzania; and as an Aero-
Medical Emergency Physician with the African Medical Retrieval Service in
Nairobi, Kenya.

From 2011 through to 2018, Megan was based in Gaborone, Botswana
and assumed the roles of Assistant Programme Director, Senior Lecturer
and Acting Head of Department in the Department of Emergency
Medicine, Faculty of Medicine, University of Botswana, as well as
Emergency Specialist, Princess Marina Hospital. During this time, she
played a critical role in the development of the emergency medicine (EM)
specialty training programme in Botswana, as well as leading numerous
emergency care strengthening activities in Gaborone and beyond. As a
Section Editor (and author of three chapters) of the African Federation for
Emergency Medicine (AFEM) Handbook for Acute and Emergency Care,
she has used her skills in academic writing to translate research findings
into evidence-based practice guidelines.
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Returning to Australia in late 2018, Megan took on the role of Deputy
Chair and then Chair of ACEM’s Global Emergency Care Committee.
During this time, Megan was instrumental in establishing the COVID-19
regional forum, bringing clinicians from across the Pacific together to
share experiences and learnings. These findings were subsequently
published in a series of articles in the Lancet Regional Health Western
Pacific.

Beyond her clinical capabilities, Megan is a passionate, thoughtful and
creative educator. As unit coordinator for the University of Sydney’s
‘Resource Limited Critical Care’ and ‘Humanitarian Crisis and Refugee
Health’ subjects, she has drawn on her extensive clinical experience to
deliver impactful educational programs, inspiring generations of student
cohorts to become more reflective and collaborative global health
practitioners.

Megan is a high performing clinician, a collaborative academic and a
strong advocate for global health equity. Importantly, she is an exemplary
role-model to emerging GEC practitioners and has inspired and mentored
a generation of emergency care clinicians to engage in global health and
humanitarianism. She has demonstrated a lifelong commitment to GEC
practice, research and advocacy, and hence she overwhelmingly meets
the criteria for the IFEM Humanitarian Award.
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Dr. Nicholas J. Jouriles is currently a Professor of Emergency Medicine at
the Northeast Ohio Medical University and has had appointments as
Associate Professor in the Departments of Surgery and Medicine at Case
Western Reserve University. He completed his Emergency Medicine
training at the prestigious Denver Affiliated Hospitals/University of
Colorado Emergency Medicine Residency Program in Denver, Colorado,
USA from 1985-1987 after completing an Internal Medicine Residency at
the Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical Center in Hanover, New Hampshire in
1982-1985. His professional career has been decorated with serving as an
Emergency Medicine attending physician at the Cleveland Clinic
Foundation and University Hospitals of Cleveland and other hospitals
around Ohio from 1987-until today. That is almost 40 years of excellence
in emergency care! He has served as Chair of the Department of
Emergency Medicine at the North East Ohio Medical University since 2009
and has been chair of many hospital departments as well.

Nick has earned many awards for his teaching including Residency
Teacher of the Year at several hospitals, and professional organization
awards including the Ohio ACEP Bill Hall Award, the American Medical
Association Women Professional Committee Mentorship Award and
recognitions of his service to the American College of Emergency
Physicians including ACEP Council Meritorious Service Award, ACEP
Council Teamwork Award, and the most prestigious ACEP John G.
Weigenstein Leadership Award. He served the Ohio Chapter of ACEP as
President 1997-1998 and two terms on its board of directors. He Served
the ACEP Board of Directors 2003-2010 including ACEP President in 2008.
He was the inaugural chair of the IFEM Core Curriculum and Education
Committee in 2006-7 and again served as chair 2014-2018 as well as
serving on the IFEM Governance Committee and as a member of the IFEM
Board of Directors 2009-10.
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Nick has worked with colleagues at IFEM to develop several model
curricula which have been utilized to build educational programs
worldwide. He has given hundreds of lectures for medical students,
residents, faculty and community physicians. He has authored over 60
peer reviewed publications and 30 book chapters in topics related to the
practice of EM and educating our specialist physicians. He is passionate
about mentorship and leadership and has developed several state,
national and international programs for professional development for
young academic emergency physicians worldwide. He has also given
invited lectures at International Congresses of Emergency Medicine in
Singapore, Hong Kong, Cape Town, Mexico City, and Seoul to name just a
few.

Dr. Jouriles is a dedicated clinician educator who has played an important
role in not only training and mentoring hundreds of residents but also
developing the tools their teachers used to train them and to promote
excellent learning culture in the US and worldwide . For this reason, ACEP
is proud to nominate our colleague and our friend for the prestigious
Order of the IFEM to recognize his outstanding contributions to
Emergency Medicine.
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Dr. López Tapia has demonstrated sustained commitment to the
development and advancement of emergency medicine, both in Mexico
and internationally. Among his main achievements and contributions are
the following:

1. Leadership within IFEM and emergency medicine:
Regional Representative for Latin America (2024-2026) to the IFEM
Assembly and Board of Directors, promoting initiatives to strengthen
the specialty in the region.
President of the Mexican Society of Emergency Medicine (SMME)
during the 2017- 2019 term, leading key projects to consolidate
emergency medicine in Mexico and Latin America.
Advocate for Mexico as the host of the first International Conference
on Emergency Medicine (ICEM) held in Latin America, from June 5th to
9th, 2018, at the World Trade Center in Mexico City—a historic event
that brought together experts from around the world and opened
doors for emergency medicine in Latin America.

2. Contributions to the Latin American Federation of Emergency
Medicine(FLAME):

Former President of FLAME (2022-2024), working tirelessly to
strengthen ties among member countries and elevate the standards
of the specialty in the region.
Promoter of the development of educational programs, research, and
collaboration among national organizations to ensure quality care
based on best practices.

3. Participation in ICEM and IFEM committees:
Featured speaker at various editions of ICEM, sharing expertise in
leadership, medical education, and prehospital and hospital care
systems.
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4. Recognitions and distinctions:
Honorary Member of the Mexican Society of Emergency Medicine in
recognition of his extraordinary contributions.

His contributions to
the International Conference on Emergency Medicine (ICEM), with
presentations on topics such as elderly trauma and mass casualty
preparedness, have significantly enriched the global educational
landscape.

He has
published extensively on trauma care, emergency ultrasound, and
disaster medicine, earning prestigious accolades such as the Ed Brentnall
Award for his work on trauma centre preparedness. His expertise has
been sought for international projects, including assessments of mass
casualty readiness in Australia, New Zealand, Canada, and England,
underlining his pivotal role in shaping global trauma policies.
