« Grant program run through the Department of Social Services (DSS)
- Up to atotal of $66,665 (gst exclusive) for Mackellar organisations

» To help not for profit community organisations to support the efforts of
Australia’s volunteers

« Individual grants between $1,000 and $5,000 (gst exclusive)
» To apply organisation must be:

» Also route for committees to nominate a non-legal entity

» Grants to purchase items that directly benefit the work of volunteers or
participation in volunteer-run activities that benefit specific eligible cohorts
