Budget lock-up is an opportunity for parliamentary staff

and journalists to review the Budget papers, ahead of
their formal release. Staff enter a room in Parliament
House at 1.30pm. We hand over phones, there is no
internet and we bring a large supply of snacks! We are
given the Budget papers in hard copy and on USBs.

We were then ‘locked-up’ until 7Z.30pm. We used that
time to analyse the Budget papers, focusing on key
budget measures, government announcements and
matters that had been raised by Curtin constituents.

We were allocated a room with other crossbencher
staff. Kate, Katherine (our parliamentary adviser) and
| prepared a draft of our newsletter, whilst continuing
to review the papers. The embargo lifts once the
Treasurer stands up to deliver the Budget speech.

It was an exciting privilege to attend the lock-up. If
you would like a copy of our May e-newsletter on the
Budget, please contact the office at
kate.chaney.MP@aph.gov.au or read it online:

IN PARLIAMENT

This quarter we saw the next
piece of the climate action jigsaw
fall into place, with the passage of
the Safeguard Mechanism. This

is the legislative framework that
requires big emitters to reduce
their emissions in line with the 43%
target for 2030. In discussions
with the Minister, | was focused

on new entrants, limiting carbon
offsets and increased transparency
and integrity, and there were
improvements in all of these areas.
The Safeguard Mechanism isn't
perfect, but it will incentivise
emissions reductions and the
certainty it provides is good for
business.

The other big event this quarter
was the Budget. While it contained
some promising investments in
climate and some cost of living
relief and health improvements, it
showed no sign of addressing the
underlying 2% structural deficit. |
will continue to push Government
for tax reform and a broader

look at the challenge of providing
affordable housing.

Disability Access
constituency Statement

This is an opportunity to raise
issues facing Curtin constituents
in Parliament and advocate

for change. In March, | raised

the concerns of James Davies,
who is in a wheelchair and is an
advocate for disability access,
which is inadequate in many of
our local public buildings and
spaces in Curtin. In WA, we need
regulations to require accessibility
for new buildings and funding for
community facilities to retrofit
disabled access. | will continue
to raise this issue with the
Government.

Housing Speech

My recent survey asking
constituents what they care about
showed that housing affordability
and supply is emerging as the

second highest issue of concern
after climate. | appreciate how
important this issue is to many
in Curtin who are struggling to
enter the housing market, pay
their mortgage with interest rate
increases, or for those seeking
affordable rentals.

| am currently working with the
crossbench on how we can bring
some new ideas to the national
conversation on this intractable
issue. Watch this space!

Two of the committees | serve

on will be releasing their reports
to Government in the coming
quarter, on online gambling
reform and improving our election
process. Government will then
have six months to respond to

the recommendations. | will be
advocating for a strong response
to both sets of recommendations.

Voice Referendum

In May | hosted our first Voice
Referendum event, with Ben
Wyatt, former WA Treasurer and
my uncle, Fred Chaney AO, sharing
their thoughts on the benefits of
the Voice and addressing a range
of questions put by an enthusiastic
and curious audience of 300
people.

Talking Transformation

| had a great conversation

with Ross Garnaut AC, one of
Australia’s preeminent economists,

make the most of the economic
opportunities ahead.

Net zero Working Groups

We now have five working groups set up under our Curtin

community project, as well as laying out the path to Net Zero
and identifying the policy changes needed at a Federal, State and

Local level.

Measuring What matters

In early May we held a ‘Measuring What Matters’ workshop with a
demographic cross-section of Curtin residents, to work through
what we should be measuring beyond GDP, to build a successful
society. We also ran the workshop with the Youth Advisory
Group — 20 young people from schools across Curtin.

We turned the rich output of these workshops into a submission
to the Treasurer, to inform the development of the first Measuring
What Matters Statement. | have advocated to the Treasury that
this Statement must be informed by the views of communities
and | appreciated him opening a round of community feedback in

response.

This event prompted some fascinating conversations between
diverse constituents and reminded me that getting together
and discussing what we value face-to-face builds much greater
understanding and compromise than we see online in our day to

day lives.
