On the other side of the country, Parliament was fairly heated and combative
last week. Early in the 47th Parliament, | started building support from the
crossbench to drive improvements to Question Time.

With broad crossbench support, | have written numerous letters, made
submissions and last Monday | gave evidence to the Procedure Committee

about how we might reform the rules to get better value from this time.

This frustration came to a head last week, with Question Time resembling
more of a bear pit than a chamber of civilised debate.

of perspectives on what is important when it comes to housing, so we can
work out how to get there.

Liberal Party data harvesting

You may have received a Postal Vote Application form in your mailbox, like
the one below, for the upcoming referendum.

This comes from the Liberal Party, not the Australian Electoral Commission.
If you fill in the application form and return it in the Reply Paid envelope, all of
your personal data goes to the Liberal Party — your name, address, date of
birth, email, phone number and even your security question and answer!

This practice is not illegal and has been used by both major parties. | think
it’s misleading — it certainly looks like it's going to the AEC, which is covered

by the Privacy Act, unlike political parties.

My Restoring Trust Bill, introduced into Parliament last month, would ban this

practice.



If you want to keep your data safe, you can apply for a postal vote directly
from the AEC via its online application tool. Or call the AEC on 13 23 26 to
request a hard copy version be sent to you.
