It's been a month since the tragic shooting of two women here in Floreat.
Since then, | have heard from many women about how our system has failed
to protect them. | have met with Ariel Bombara about her experience, as well
as the Federal Attorney-General, the Prime Minister’s Office, the State Family
and Domestic Violence Minister and a number of people who work in the
domestic violence sector and other women with recent experience of
violence.

We need reform at every stage - in primary prevention, early intervention,
crisis response and recovery.

From my discussions, | can particularly see the need for better early
intervention — ensuring that when women are in fear, police take them



seriously so they can get and enforce a restraining order, without financial
ruin.

There is appetite for change at both Federal and State level, with various
reviews and plans underway. The challenge is making sure the intention
turns into action. | will keep advocating for this — women have the right to feel
safe and if they don’t, the system should support them.

In other news, two years after the election, when voters sent a pretty strong
message to the Opposition about the need to accelerate decarbonisation, the
Opposition’s announcement of nuclear as the answer to climate change and
energy security is disappointing. As well as being the most expensive form of
energy and taking decades to implement, it makes little sense in a country
with such strong competitive advantages in the cheapest form of energy —
renewables.

Even if Peter Dutton cannot convince Australians that nuclear is feasible or
wise, the big danger is that the policy uncertainty created by this
announcement undermines the private investment needed to get renewables
in place before coal-fired power stations come offline. No doubt we will hear
more about nuclear than we want to over the next 12 months — | will continue
to listen to the experts and be driven by common sense on this issue.

This month, we have made community submissions on live sheep export
(seeking greater support for farmers in transition), civics education (400
young Curtin residents shared their views on how to create better political
engagement) and online safety (400 respondents indicated their support for a
minimum age for social media access).

I’'m back to Canberra for two weeks on Sunday — in the next fortnight, we will
have the establishment of a federal Environmental Protection Agency and
Environmental Information Agency, a cap on international student numbers,
an amendment to the Criminal Code to prohibit the publication of non-
consensual sexual images and possibly the Future Made in Australia
legislation to help speed up the energy transition.

In April and May we asked Curtin constituents to respond to a survey to
explain how the cost of living crisis is affecting you. The survey results
showed that housing costs was the biggest cost of living concern for Curtin
constituents.

I've also heard this message, that housing is the biggest cost of living issue,
through doorknocking in Curtin.

More than a third of respondents to the survey wanted to see tax reform that
makes it easier to buy a home, than an investment property. This was closely
followed by the desire to see more social and affordable housing being built.
