How to include
Lock the Gate 
in your Will-
4 Easy Steps

1.SPEAK TO YOUR FAMILY AND LOVED ONES:

Making or updating your Will is an incredibly personal
and significant decision. Consider your family and
friends. Reflect on leaving a gift to Lock the Gate—even
a gift of 1% of your estate will help us continue our work
to protect our land and water from coal and gas
extraction while ensuring your loved ones are still
provided for—and discuss your decision with your
loved ones, sharing your vision for the future with them.
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2.DECIDE WHAT TYPE OF GIFT YOU 
WOULD LIKE TO LEAVE

Two key options include:
i. A specific bequest: Specifies the percentage share
that each of your chosen charities receives alongside
other bequests, or a specific amount.

A percentage of your estate is a popular way to make
bequests as you do not have to adjust the value of your
gift to account for inflation or changes to your total
assets over time. Leaving a specific sum means the
bequest may need to be changed over the years to
retain its impact and account for inflation.

ii. A residual bequest: Is when you make a gift of the
residue (remainder) of your estate, or a share of the
residue, after taking care of those closest to you, ie once
other specific gifts and expenses have been taken care
of.
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3.ENLIST THE HELP OF A PROFESSIONAL

Your Will is an important legal document, and should be
worded correctly to ensure your wishes are carried out.
A solicitor or public trustee can help you with this
process. You may also wish to consider creating a free
legal Will online. Visit our partners at
gatheredhere.com.au/c/lock-the-gate to see if this
option is right for you.
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4.CREATE YOUR LEGACY FOR NATURE

general purposes, and the receipt given on behalf
of the Lock the Gate Alliance Ltd.
shall be sufficient discharge to my trustee.
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By remembering Lock the Gate in your Will, you are
making sure that those who follow us will be left with a
continent that offers them the natural resources, unique
landscapes and essentials of life that we have all
enjoyed in our lifetime.
