a. Discussion: Liberty Live event volunteer planning

Mr. Conard reminds the Committee that he has donated a covered trailer to the Party for purposes of event storage.

b. Motion for consideration of Sponsorship—2026 Election Coverage (Jay Selthofner) 
i. See attached Resolution A.

7:30	Mr. Wood introduces the Motion on Mr. Selthofner’s behalf. 

Mr. Chianese moves to sponsor Mr. Selthofner’s Election Coverage at the Supporters of Independent Journalism level ($500 commitment).

Mr. Anderson seconds.

Mr. Chianese inquires as to Mr. Selthofner’s social media reach.

Mr. Wood and Mr. Anderson respond that Mr. Selthofner performs extensive political outreach and that one of his many social media initiative pages has over 7,000 followers.

Ms. Walker asks what Mr. Selthofner means by “cannabis transparency”.

Mr. Wood invites Mr. Selthofner to join the meeting virtually.

The Committee suspends the Motion pending Mr. Selthofner’s arrival.

c. Motion for consideration of Sponsorship—2026 Miss Hmong Wisconsin Pageant (Wyatt Benson)
i. See attached Resolution B.

7:37	Mr. Wood introduces and moves the Resolution B on Mr. Benson’s behalf. 

Mr. Anderson seconds.

Mr. Anderson speaks in favor of the Motion and explains that Hmong veterans are having difficulty being recognized as veterans due to their nationality and citizenship status. This was identified as a potential point for whose rectification libertarian activists could advocate, potentially garnering portions of the community’s vote share. 

Mr. Bond speaks in favor of the Motion, arguing that the Party needs to make inroads within the community, especially seeing as many members thereof are business owners.

Mr. Conard speaks in favor of the Motion, saying that the Hmong community is slowly acquiring momentum on matters of military and veteran recognition and that the Party should do whatever it can to further these efforts. 

Ms. Walker asks whether the Party’s monetary involvement with the community can be more business-focused rather than concentrated on a beauty pageant.

Mr. Hall echoes Ms. Walker’s concerns, as does Mr. Bell (via the virtual chat): “I don’t see how a pageant is in any way appropriate for our involvement. …Maybe something more business-related, or something more in the realm of politics than a beauty pageant would be far more appropriate.” 

Mr. Wood responds that the present opportunity is a chance for the Party to get its foot in the door with the community. 

Mr. Hall suggests that, if the intent is to make inroads, the Party reach out to the Hmong community and inquire as to what other opportunities might exist. 

Mr. Conard disagrees with Ms. Walker, saying that “the moment we get our name on anything that is affiliated with the Hmong community, it opens up doors. …They are not going to reach out to us if they don’t know anything about us, and unless we have enough contacts in the Hmong community, [they won’t].” He adds that the Hmong community will follow the pageant closely. 

Mr. Chianese asks whether, rather than simply putting the Party’s logo on the pageant, the Party could also engage in messaging as part of its participation.  

Mr. Bond agrees that the choice of event is not optimal, but that the Party’s involvement therein constitutes a foot in the door: “This is probably just a good way to show some good faith.”

Mr. Danke reports that he quickly located the Wisconsin Hmong Chamber of Commerce in Milwaukee and that they have a business awards ceremony on October 10. That said, he adds that if the event were brought to the Party’s attention, it likely has significance within the community.

Ms. Walker says that if the Party wishes to attract female voters, “it is really, really weird to be sponsoring pageants.”

Mr. Conard notes that the Silver sponsorship level includes a logo and promotional materials: “If our logo would include the QR code to our website, or to something specially prepared, geared toward the Hmong community… I don’t think that’s horribly unreasonable.”

Mr. Bell agrees with Ms. Walker “one thousand percent”. “There is such a thing as bad PR,” he says. “The fact that in 30 seconds, Tyler [Danke] found a much more relevant way to outreach to that particular community… I think we could plan this out better. …If we are going to spend money, we should be very wise about it and get the biggest bang for our buck.” He points out that there are many other initiatives on which the Party could more advantageously spend its money.

Mr. Thon says that he supports reaching out to the Hmong community, but that a beauty pageant is not the most appropriate manner of doing so. He points out that even if the Party’s engagement in this manner were to create inroads with the community, it could cast a reputational shadow on the Party among the greater public. 

Mr. Danke says that he would rather see the Party spend $300 on the Sheboygan County Fair than on a Hmong beauty pageant. 

Mr. Anderson responds that he has changed his mind on the Motion, and that he is now against it following the discussion. He recommends that the Party engage in other initiatives within the Hmong community and reach out to Mr. Benson in order to solicit opportunities for involvement. 

Mr. Conard reminds the Committee that contemporary pageants are very different from traditional beauty pageants, and that they allow participants to be ambassadors for a given cause. “I would like to encourage us to think about the immediate opportunity: If we can get a logo on their literature to our Party’s site, we might acquire some membership, [or] at least [create] some awareness.” 

Mr. Hall echoes Mr. Danke’s sentiments, especially in light of Mr. Benson’s connections to the Hmong community, saying “I think we should fail this Motion and reach out to Mr. Benson” to ask about different opportunities for engagement. 

Mr. Chianese calls the question. 

Mr. Anderson seconds.

8:30	Mr. Wood introduces and moves the Resolution. 

Mr. Anderson seconds. 

Mr. Anderson speaks in favor of the Motion and notes that the award could be presented to anyone, including non-Party members.

Mr. Danke suggests distinguishing between the Jones and Harmon Awards.

Mr. Conard echoes Mr. Danke’s concern regarding the wording designating the award recipient: “If you say ‘to be determined by membership,’ the implication in my mind is that that gets decided at a convention rather than by [the Executive Committee].” 

Mr. Anderson moves to table the Motion until the October meeting.

Mr. Chianese seconds.

No objections: The Motion is tabled until the October meeting.

f. Motion to Establish Paid AI Account for Press Release Support (Austin Bond)
i. See attached Resolution E.

8:39	Mr. Bond introduces and moves the Resolution.

Mr. Danke seconds.

Mr. Chianese inquires as to the price of the subscription.

Mr. Bond answers that the Chair and the Communications Committee or a designated body will be able to use the subscription. 

Ms. Griffiths speaks strongly against the motion and offers to take on the work of writing and editing releases, with rapid turnaround, at no charge. She adds that AI’s potential is maximized when it is used to render mechanical, manual tasks more efficient so as to liberate human, creative potential; and that to use AI as a writing tool is to reverse its optimal use case. 

Mr. Hall echoes Ms. Griffiths’ concerns and says that as libertarians and free thinkers, we are intelligent enough to identify when a document is written or drafted by ChatGPT. He adds that we are held to too high a standard to issue our opinions through AI: “Our words should come from us.” He argues that it is an issue of ethics, arguing that “as a political group, as a political party, we should not be issuing our public-facing opinions through AI.” 

Mr. Conard agrees with Ms. Griffiths and Mr. Hall and says that he is “totally against something that is supposed to represent either a profession or any kind of honest organization.” 

Mr. Bond says that the intent was to give the Communications Committee access to the tool rather than forcing them to use it.

Mr. Danke adds that whether the Resolution passes or fails has no bearing as to whether LPWI’s press releases are written by AI or not. 

Mr. Thon speaks against the Resolution and reminds the Committee of his prior (eventually withdrawn) Motion forbidding the use of AI in any internal or external official LPWI communications. 

Mr. Anderson disagrees with Mr. Thon’s statement that the use of AI is nonprofessional. That being said, he states that he does not support the Resolution as currently worded since it is too vague. He also raises privacy concerns.

Ms. Walker calls the question. 

Mr. Anderson seconds.

g. Motion to schedule 2027 and or 2028 conventions (Tyler Danke)

8:59	Mr. Danke moves that the 2027 Libertarian Party of Wisconsin convention be held on Saturday, November 13, 2027.

Mr. Chianese seconds.

Mr. Thon says that he does not object to the date, but notes that members could reasonably interpret the bylaws as requiring that the convention must be held in the same calendar year as the National convention, which would render the hypothetical November convention void. He requests that the Committee officially clarify the bylaws’ language before setting such a date. 

Mr. Danke argues that, no matter what, anything but a January convention will require a change to the bylaws. “If the bylaws that are approved at our 2026 do not allow for a November convention, then this Resolution will be null and void. So, I am just putting forward a date so that that date can instruct our Bylaws Committee as to what the bylaws should say so that we can plan for a convention that will allow us to [hold the 2027 convention in November],” he says.

Mr. Anderson asks Mr. Danke whether, if there is a proposed bylaws change for the 2026 convention that clarifies the ambiguities discussed, such a change would satisfy all the requirements for holding a November convention. 

Mr. Danke responds in the affirmative. 

Mr. Anderson states that, rather than voting at this meeting, he would prefer to see a bylaws proposal that remedies these issues. 

Mr. Conard agrees and says that he would “really like to see us clarify [the time frame] in the bylaws”. He suggests creating a committee to “research, figure out what would be the most ideal timeline for us to do this, and put it forward to the Bylaws Committee”.

Mr. Thon asks whether it would be appropriate to table the Motion indefinitely. 

Mr. Chianese states that the Resolution is being put forward for the express purpose of drafting a better bylaw.

Mr. Danke says that it would be better to have the date and location for the 2027 convention scheduled at the 2026 convention. 

Mr. Thon says that, while he understands the sentiment of the Motion at present, it is impossible to know what will happen at the 2026 convention. 

Mr. Thon moves that the Motion be tabled indefinitely. 

Mr. Anderson seconds.  

Mr. Conard argues that the Motion should not be tabled indefinitely, but rather that the matter is important enough that it be addressed within a given time frame. He recommends that the Chair appoint a committee “to sort this out and come up with a bylaws proposal”. 

Mr. Chianese disagrees with Mr. Conard, saying that “we have a committee for conventions, and we can refer [the matter] to the Convention Committee”.

Mr. Thon echoes Mr. Chianese. “As far as tabling it indefinitely, the alternative would be tabling it until the next meeting; and that bylaws concern is still going to be there,” he says. 

Mr. Conard states that he wishes to go on the record that tabling the Motion indefinitely is not the right way to approach the matter. 

Mr. Danke objects to the Motion to table the Motion indefinitely.

h. Motion from the Bylaws Committee
i. We move that the Policy and Procedures Manual be published on the website and verify any updates are included from the beginning of 2025.

9:24	Mr. Chianese introduces the Motion and so moves.

Mr. Anderson seconds. 

Mr. Anderson speaks in favor of the Motion—saying that he “cannot second [it] hard enough”—and notes that there have been two recent instances during which having the Manual published online would have been extraordinarily beneficial. “This is a question of not only transparency, but continuity,” he says.

Mr. Chianese echoes Mr. Anderson’s sentiments, but reminds the Committee that passwords should not be disclosed in public documents.

Mr. Anderson states that when LPWI created a Policy and Procedures Manual, its custody was the duty of the prior Chair; and following the prior Chair’s departure, that custody lapsed. “We have to be, all of us, cognizant of the fact that we make decisions here, we spend time… deciding things, [with] heartfelt consideration… and we take that seriously, otherwise we wouldn’t be there. So, we’ve got to document and follow it,” he says. 

Mr. Danke states that LPWI should also use LPedia as a third-party resource for archiving.

Ms. Griffiths agrees in the virtual chat that LPedia should be a comprehensive database. 

Mr. Conard speaks in favor of the Motion. 

Mr. Chianese calls the question. 

Ms. Griffiths seconds. 

        No objections: The question is called. 

No objections to the main Motion: The Motion passes.

i. Motion that LPWI spend up to $500 on a direct mail campaign to current and former members in an effort to fundraise for ballot signature gathering ahead of 2026 elections (Tom Patrowsky)

9:37	Mr. Patrowsky introduces the Motion and so moves.

Mr. Chianese seconds. 

Mr. Danke moves to amend the Motion to add: “[…ahead of 2026 elections], for an LPWI-endorsed statewide office other than Governor candidate”.

Mr. Kammer seconds.

Mr. Thon states that he does not understand why the distinction needs to be made between Governor and non-Governor candidates. 

Mr. Danke speaks in favor of the amendment, arguing that LPWI’s Governor candidate does not provide them ballot access. “A proven way for us to get ballot access for our Party is to run for any position other than Governor,” he says. 

Mr. Thon says that leaving LPWI’s Governor candidate based on recent precedent will appeal to potential future candidates. 

Mr. Danke speaks again in favor of the amendment, saying that absent the amendment, the main Motion is not specific enough to fulfill its purpose.
