*ELECTION UPDATE*

On October 8, 2025, the Otipemisiwak Métis Government's Chief Electoral Officer issued a Public Notice
in response to the Canada Postal strike.

Given a Cabinet resolution, the voting period for the 2025 Late Fall Election was delayed. Confirmed
Candidates in contested elections were able to campaign and access the preliminary voters list for the
purpose of campaigning.

There are indications that consistent mail service is in place. With all three methods of voting available,
Cabinet has approved a resolution to authorize the Chief Electoral Officer to resume the Voting Period for
the 2025 Late Fall Election (completed Winter 2026) as well as extend the time period for mail-in ballots
from 21 days to 28 days. In addition, all in-person polling locations will run for 1 day only.
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VOTING DETAILS

Voters must be Métis Nation within Alberta Citizens and (16) years of age or older to be entitled to vote

for Provincial Women’s Representative.

The exact addresses for each polling location are to be determined, along with any additional locations
that may be deemed necessary and approved by the Chief Electoral Officer in consultation with District

Leadership.

All polling station hours will operate from 8am to 8pm.
