A temporary resident permit (TRP) is a document that allows entry into Canada to a foreign national
who, in the opinion of an officer, is inadmissible, or who does not meet the requirements of the
Immigration and Refugee Protection Act (IRPA) [A24(1)].

The purpose of a TRP is to allow an individual to enter Canada who would otherwise be inadmissible,
but is justified in certain circumstances.

The Police Certificate is a document generally requested by an officer to be used as evidence to support
a decision. Like other forms of evidence, the receipt of a Police Certificate from an applicant is not
specifically tracked in IRCC databases. As a result, this data is unavailable.

All values in the report between 1 and 5 are shown as “--". This is done to prevent individuals from
being identified when IRCC data is compiled and compared to other publicly available statistics. All
other values are rounded to the closest multiple of 5 for the same reason; as a result of rounding, data
may not sum to the totals indicated.
