Insofar as Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) is concerned:  
 
The Canada-U.S. Safe Third Country Agreement (STCA) is an important tool for our two countries to 
work together on the orderly management of asylum claims along our shared border. Under the 
Agreement, foreign nationals are required to request refugee protection in the first safe country they 
arrive in, unless they qualify for an exception or an exemption to the Agreement. 
 
U.S. citizens and habitual residents of the U.S. who are “stateless” are exempt from the STCA. All 
other foreign nationals are subject to the Agreement, and will be returned to the US (or vice versa to 
Canada) to pursue their claim, unless they meet one of four exceptions listed in the text of the 
Agreement.  
 
Between January 1, 2019 and April 30, 2025, there were approximately 562,000 asylum claims made 
across Canada, through all modes (airport, inland, land border, marine, and irregular). Of these, 
42,315 claims determined eligible for referral, were found eligible due to an STCA exception.   
 
IRCC has provided the data requested, with respect to the number of claimants who qualified under 
the STCA’s four exception categories, from 2019 to 2025. 
 
(a) The requested data is included in Annex A. Please note that IRCC tracks exceptions using slightly 

different terminology than referenced in the question. While family member in Canada (i) and 
unaccompanied minor (ii) have the same label, document holder(iii) is tracked as “has valid travel 
document,” and “public interest exceptions”  (iv) is tracked as “possible death penalty.”   

 
(b) IRCC does not own the data related to the outcomes of eligible claims, and IRB does not track 

decisions against the basis for eligibility, as such this data cannot be provided. 
 
(c) IRCC does not single out the eligibility processing times by sub-category of claims, as such this 

data cannot be provided.

(f) The Government of Canada is committed to making continuous improvements to ensure Canada’s 
asylum system is fast, fair and final.  
 
Once IRCC or CBSA determines a claim to be eligible, the claim is referred to the IRB for 
determination. As such, IRCC defers to the IRB with respect to measures they are taking to ensure 
the timely processing of claims, including for claims under the exception categories in (a).   
 
On June 3, 2025, the Minister of Public Safety introduced the Strong Borders Act, which includes 
proposed amendments to the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act to improve and modernize the 
asylum system by making it more efficient and easier for claimants to navigate. These changes 
would:  

 Simplify the online application process and make the process the same whether someone 
claims asylum at a port of entry or at an in-land IRCC office; 

 Refer complete claims to the IRB to speed up decisions; 
 Ensure that claims are only decided by the IRB while the claimant is physically present in 

Canada; 
 Remove inactive cases from the system; 
 Speed up voluntary departures by making removal orders effective the same day a claim is 

withdrawn; 
 Help vulnerable claimants, like minors or those who do not understand the process, by 

assigning representatives to support them during IRCC and CBSA proceedings. 

Together, these measures will improve how asylum claims are received, processed, and decided, 
thus making the overall system more efficient and effective.

The Immigration and Refugee Board of Canada (IRB) does not receive nor compile information on 
the reason an exception to the Safe Third Country Agreement is applied at the time of the eligibility 
decision.

En ce qui concerne Immigration, Réfugiés et Citoyenneté Canada (IRCC) : 
 
L’Entente sur les tiers pays sûrs entre le Canada et les États-Unis (ETPS) est un outil important 
permettant à nos deux pays de collaborer concernant la gestion ordonnée des demandes d’asile le 
long de notre frontière commune. Dans le cadre de l’Entente, les étrangers sont tenus de présenter 
leur demande dans le premier pays sûr où ils arrivent, à moins d’être visés par une exception ou une 
dispense prévue par l’Entente. 
 
Les citoyens américains et les résidents habituels des États-Unis qui sont « apatrides » sont 
dispensés de l’application de l’ETPS. Tous les autres étrangers sont assujettis à l’Entente et seront 
renvoyés aux États-Unis (ou vice versa, au Canada) pour faire valoir leur demande, à moins qu’ils ne 
correspondent à l’une des quatre exceptions énumérées dans le texte de l’Entente. 
 
Entre le 1er janvier 2019 et le 30 avril 2025, environ 562 000 demandes d’asile ont été présentées à 
l’échelle du Canada, au moyen de tous les modes (aéroport, bureau intérieur, frontière terrestre, 
mode maritime et demandes irrégulières). De ce nombre, 42 315 demandes jugées admissibles pour 
être déférées ont été jugées recevables en raison d’une exception au titre de l’ETPS.   
 
IRCC a fourni les données demandées, en ce qui concerne le nombre de demandeurs qui étaient 
admissibles selon les quatre catégories d’exception prévues dans l’ETPS, de 2019 à 2025. 
 
(a) Les données demandées se trouvent dans l’annexe A. Veuillez noter qu'IRCC utilise une 

terminologie légèrement différente de celle utilisée dans la question pour le suivi des exceptions.

CISR aux fins de la prise d’une décision. Par conséquent, IRCC défère les demandes à la CISR en 
ce qui concerne les mesures qu’elle prend afin d’assurer le traitement des demandes dans les délais, 
y compris les demandes au titre des catégories d’exception visées à l’alinéa (a). 
 
Le 3 juin 2025, le ministre de la Sécurité publique a présenté la Loi visant une sécurité rigoureuse à 
la frontière, qui comprend des modifications proposées à la Loi sur l’immigration et la protection des 
réfugiés afin d’améliorer et de moderniser le système d’octroi de l’asile en le rendant plus efficace et 
plus facile à utiliser pour les demandeurs. Ces modifications permettraient :  

 de simplifier le processus de demande en ligne et s’assurer que le processus est similaire 
qu’une personne demande l’asile à un point d’entrée ou à un bureau intérieur de la CISR; 

 de déférer les demandes complètes à la CISR pour accélérer la prise des décisions; 
 de s’assurer que les demandes ne sont tranchées que par la CISR alors que le demandeur est 

effectivement présent au Canada; 
 de supprimer les cas inactifs du système; 
 d’accélérer les départs volontaires en faisant en sorte que les mesures d’expulsion soient en 

vigueur le jour même où une demande est retirée; 
 d’aider les demandeurs vulnérables, comme les mineurs ou les personnes qui ne 

comprennent pas le processus, en leur affectant des représentants pour les appuyer pendant 
les procédures de la CISR et de l’ASFC. 

Combinées, ces mesures permettront d’améliorer la façon dont les demandes d’asile sont reçues, 
traitées et tranchées, rendant ainsi le système global plus efficace.
