Brad,

Hope your year is off to a good start sir. I wanted to alert you to a safety issue that Giarratana
has observed as a result of some recent restriping at the busy intersection of Church Street at
9th and Rosa Parks.  

Because Westbound Church Street is a width of 2 lanes, it does not align with the pavement
striping across the 9th Ave intersection. Not having a left turn lane in either lane also adds to
traffic problems. We believe a simple restriping here could align the westbound Church street
lane, minimize a confusing a dangerous condition, and significantly improve traffic flows.

We’ve tried to capture the above in the attached. Let me know if there is someone in your
department whom we should talk to about this. Seems to be in everyone’s interest to get this
solved.

My wife, Tamara and I have lived here at the
Westview for over 20 years.  It is the longest
that either of us have lived in one place, and for
good reason.  It is a hidden gem.  From the
outside it is a very plain, old building.  Inside,
there are 10 condos of very high quality and
beauty.  We have loved living here, and I am
sure you know, we have seen many changes in
those 20 years.

In the past two weeks there has been a change
that the owners and occupants of the Westview
do not love.  Our location on 180 9th Ave N is
directly across the street from the new
Nashville Yards development.  All of a sudden,
with no notification to anyone here, they
stripped off the curbside parking and installed a
two way bike lane.  This is at our front door
and the entrance to our lobby.  This is where



we receive our mail, deliveries, and guests.  I
sincerely hope that we can come to some
solution that gives us back our front door.  I
contacted the city and they put me in touch
with Anna Dearman, Nashville’s Walking and
Biking Manager.

I called and spoke with her, but
she didn’t offer any solutions.  She basically
said that the bike lane would stay as it is and
we just need to adjust to it.  She wouldn’t even
come here to see our concerns.
