The existing businesses at Bucknill 
House are well established and well 
known by the community, with 20 to 
over 40 years of presence at Ebury.  

With the project progressing, Bucknill 
House like other buildings of the estate, 
is part of the demolition plan to allow 
space for the new homes to be built. 

Westminster City Council has 
supported the shop owners by 
relocating them permanently off the 
estate into nearby available commercial 
units, or temporarily into Ebury Edge 
retail or workspaces units. We’ve also 
met and welcomed new businesses 
along the way.
